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Data collected by the Drug Control Secretariat showed that sixty-six (66) students between ages 13 and 21 were
arrested and charged by the Royal Grenada Police Force (RGPF) during the year 2014, for various offences. Offences
included stealing, wounding, and damage to property.

The following chart represents the types of offences committed by the students and the percentage of students arrested
and charged for these offences.
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Five (5) students, which represent 7 per cent of all students arrested, were charged for possession of a controlled drug; marijuana.

Noted is that the majority of students arrested were males between ages 13 and 16 years, who resided in the parishes of St. George
and St. Andrew.
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
