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Foreword 
 
The óGrenada Drug Epidemiology Network (GRENDEN) Annual Report, 2015ô, highlights statistical 
data on the extent and nature of the drug situation in Grenada for the year 2015. It presents statistical 
data on areas such as drug-related arrests, seizures, court cases, incarcerations, financial crimes, 
treatment and rehabilitation, pharmaceuticals and controlled chemical substances, tests for the presence 
of drugs, criminal deportees to Grenada, and firearms, ammunition, explosives and other related 
materials.  This data is presented in four (4) thematic areas: Drug Consumption; Drug Production; 
Consequences of Drugs, and Results of Policy and Program Responses. 
 
The report also presents a comparison of data for the years 2013, 2014 and 2015.  It also outlines 
achievements of GRENDEN for the year 2015, presents summaries of qualitative studies on aspects of 
drugs, and sets out area for priority action in 2016 and beyond.

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Grenada Drug Epidemiology Network (GRENDEN) 
 
The Grenada Drug Epidemiology Network (GRENDEN) is the mechanism through which Grenada 
collects, analyzes, and disseminates information on drugs, and related information, for the purpose of 
monitoring trends, developing policy, and implementing appropriate programs and responses.  It is 
comprised of institutions which work in the area of drug control.   
 
The objectives of GRENDEN are:  

i. To provide accurate, relevant and timely statistical data on the nature and extent of the drug 
situation in Grenada;  

 
ii. To increase coordination, dialogue, and cooperation among the institutions which work in the 

area of drug control, through the exchange of drug-related statistical information;  
 

iii. To inform policy makers and the general public on drug trends and related matters.   
 
GRENDEN, formerly known as the Grenada Drug Information Network (GRENDIN), was established on 
11 December 2002, and endorsed by Cabinet, effective 22 December 2002. 
 
The Drug Control Secretariat is the National Observatory on Drugs in Grenada.  It performs the 
administrative functions of GRENDEN.

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Nature and Extent of the Drug Situation 
 
Drug Situation Relatively Stable 
The main finding of the Grenada Drug Epidemiology Network (GRENDEN Annual Report, 2015 is that the 
drug problem in Grenada has not changed significantly, compared to 2014.  Cannabis is the main 
controlled drug produced and consumed in Grenada.  The possession of cannabis is the main drug-
related offence.  Maritime trafficking of cannabis from St. Vincent and the Grenadines to Grenada is very 
active; several nationals from these countries were arrested and charged for offences including trafficking 
of a controlled drug, intent to supply a controlled drug, and also entering the States (Grenada) without the 
consent of an Immigration Officer.  Grenada national collaborate with these foreign nationals to traffic 
cannabis.   
 
In addition, several speedboats and vessels, involved in drug trafficking, were intercepted by the Royal 
Grenada Police Force (RGPF). Grenada is also used as a transshipment point for cannabis which 
originated from St. Vincent and the Grenadines, to neighbouring countries.    
 
Four (4) vehicles and one boat were seized in relation to drug trafficking in 2015.   
 
The consumption of alcohol remains very high.  There is the perception that the consumption of alcohol 
among females has increased.    Given this situation, and other related problems associated with alcohol 
consumption, the Government of Grenada has drafted a National Policy on Alcohol.  The Policy will 
address inter alia, issues pertaining to marketing, advertisement, drinking and driving.  
 
The trafficking of cocaine into Grenada continues to decline. However, there is some trafficking of 
cocaine, through the Maurice Bishop International Airport, the General Post Office and other postal 
services.  A number of foreign nationals from the Caribbean, Europe, and North America were arrested at 
the Airport, both on entry and departure, for offences of possession and trafficking a controlled drug, 
mainly cocaine.  Two Security Officers at the Airport were detained for questioning in connection with five 
kilos of quantity of cocaine found at the Airport in December 2015.   It is estimated by Law Enforcement 
Authorities that approximately ten (10) percent of the cocaine which is trafficked trough Grenada, remains 
on-island for local sale and consumption.   
 
A facility used for the packaging and distribution of cocaine was raided by the RGPF.  Over five kilos of 
cocaine were found in packages labeled Grenada Chocolate Company, were seized and both 
Grenadians and foreign nationals were arrested.   
 
Decriminalization/Legalization of Cannabis 
As indicated previously, cannabis is a popular drug in Grenada.  It is easily available and accessible, and 
it is very cheap. There have been repeated calls for the decriminalization/legalization of cannabis in 
Grenada for both recreational and medical uses. These calls reflect the growing trend toward 
decriminalization of cannabis in other countries.  The Government of Grenada has stated unequivocally 
that it will not decriminalize or legalize cannabis, and therefore it remains a controlled drug under the 
Drug Abuse (Prevention and Control) Act of 1992. 
 
This position was reaffirmed by Prime Minister Dr. the Right Honourable Keith Mitchell, in a statement 
when he spoke about the contribution of the agricultural sector to the economy, on 23 September 2015. 
 
Types and Quantities of Drugs Seized 
In the year 2015, the RGPF seized the following types and quantities of drugs: Cannabis: 973.90 kilos; 
cocaine: 46.96 kilos; cannabis plants: 6,271 units, crack-cocaine: 1.25 kilos; cannabis cigarettes: 2,561.  
The RGPF also seized 40 cannabis fudge (a confectionary mixed with cannabis; two persons were 
arrested and charged for possession of the confectionary mixed with the cannabis. Meanwhile, there 
were two reported incidents of secondary school students being in possession of cake mixed with 
cannabis; the cake was consumed on the school premises.  There were no seizures of 
methamphetamine, heron or other types of drugs. 
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Drug-related Arrests 
Eight hundred and twenty-one (821) persons, comprising of 777 males and 44 females were arrested and 
charged for drug-related offences in 2015.  Nationalities of these persons were: British (3), Canadians (2), 
Dominicans (2), Germans (2), Grenadians (393), Guyanese (27), Jamaicans (3), Vincentians (17) and 
Trinidadians (1). 
Meanwhile, 2 males under the age of 15 years, and 50 males between ages 15 to 19 years were arrested 
and charged for drug-related offences.  In addition, 7 females between ages 15 to 19 years were also 
arrested and charged for similar offences.   
 
Ten (10) students (8 males and 2 females) were arrested and charged for possession of cannabis in 
2015. 
 
Drug Consumption 
During the period under review, 803 patients were admitted to Rathdune Psychiatric Unit, Carlton House 
Treatment Centre, the General Hospital (St. George's) and Mt. Gay Psychiatric Hospital for medical 
problems derived from the consumption of drugs. 16 patients (15 males, 1 female) were admitted the 
General Hospital (St. George's) for alcohol liver disease.  159 and 23 patients were admitted to Mt. Gay 
for psychiatric and behavioral disorders due to use of cannabinoids and psychiatric and behavioral 
disorders due to use of cocaine, respectively. 
 
Incarceration 
Sixty-nine (69) persons were incarcerated for drug-related offences in 2015, comprising of 68 males and 
1 female.  Twenty (20) of these persons were in the age range 40 years and above, and 16 in the 25 to 
29 age range.  Two inmates were between ages 15 to 19 years.  The main offence for which these 
persons were incarcerated was the possession of cannabis. Nationalities of these inmates were 
Grenadian (55), Vincentian (7), Trinidadian (2), Venezuelan (2), British, Jamaican and Canadian (1 each). 
 
Criminal Deportees 
During the period under review, 24 persons were deported to Grenada, comprising of 21 males and 3 
females.  The countries from which they were deported: Britain (7); Canada (4); St. Vincent & The 
Grenadines (1); Switzerland (1); United States of America (8); Trinidad & Tobago (3). 
 
Aliens Sent from Grenada 
Three (3) non-nationals (Vincentians) were sent from Grenada in 2015, for the possession of cannabis. 
 
Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives and Other Related Materials Seized in Narcotrafficking Cases 
Seven (7) firearms and two hundred and fifty rounds of ammunition were seized by the Royal Grenada 
Police Force in relation to narcotrafficking cases.  No explosives or other related materials were seized in 
such cases.  
 
Drug Related Mortality  
There were seven (7) alcohol-related mortality (all males) in 2015.  These deceased males were between 
ages 50 to 85 years.    
 
Financial Crimes 
Two (2) persons were arrested for offences related to money laundering.  These matters were not in 
connection to drugs.  One hundred and twenty-five (125) of Reports of Suspicious Transactions (STRôs) 
were made to the Financial Intelligence Unit (FIU).  No requests were made or received by Grenada, for 
extradition, regarding money laundering offences for the year 2015 
 
Drug Cases Brought to Court 
Data for the year 2015 show that most of the drug-related cases brought to Court were in relation to 
offences for cannabis.  There were 737 cases, inclusive of 435 for possession of cannabis, 33 for 
cultivation of cannabis, 37 for possession of cocaine, 148 for possession with intent to supply drugs, and 
63 for trafficking a controlled drug.   
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Three cases were brought to court regarding the possession of drugs within a radius of 100 yards of a 
school. 
 
With reference to drug-related convictions, 202 persons, comprising of 198 males and 4 females,  were 
convicted for such offences.   
Tests for Presence of Controlled Drugs 
The Produce Chemist Laboratory tested the following number of samples for the presence of drugs: 
cannabis (dried pant material): 1,788; cannabis plants: 87; cocaine: 70; crack: 27. 
 
Drug Laboratories 
No laboratories were discovered or dismantled for illicit production of drugs of natural or synthetic origin. 
 
Control of Pharmaceutical Products

There were no seizures or disposals of pharmaceuticals which were manufactured illicitly in 2015. 
 
No penal or civil sanctions were imposed in connection with the control of pharmaceuticals in 2015. 1 
administrative sanction was imposed, in relation to same.  
 
Five (5) licenses and twenty-three (23) permits were issued by the Pharmacy Unit for importation of 
pharmaceuticals. 
 
Fourteen (14) inspections of pharmacies were conducted by the Pharmacy Unit of the Ministry of Health 
in 2015. 
 
Controlled Chemical Substances

2
 

No seizure or disposal of controlled chemical substance in the year under review.  No pre-export 
notifications (PEN) were received by Grenada for controlled chemical substances (precursors), in 2015. 
 
Substance Dependence and Treatment 
Data from the medical Records office of the General Hospital, Rathdune Psychiatric Unit, Carlton House 
Treatment Centre and Mt. Gay Psychiatric Unit, indicate that all drug-related admissions were due to the 
consumption of alcohol, marijuana, and crack/cocaine.  There were no admissions due to the use of 
heroin, stimulants such as methamphetamines, or the injecting of drugs.  Carlton House serves as an out-
patient facility. 
 
The use of the Regional Standardized Intake Form, developed by the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control 
Commission (CICAD), commenced at the Rathdune Psychiatric Unit and Carlton House Treatment 
Centre.  This new Intake Form would substantially increase the quality and quantity of data on admissions 
to these treatment facilities.  
  
New Data  
The 2015 Report includes data on areas not previously reported.  These include: Domestic violence and 
homicides in which the consumption of drugs (alcohol) was detected. 
 
Meanwhile, twenty-one (21) new data sources for data for GRENDEN were identified at the Sixth Review 
Meeting of GRENDEN, held in 2015.  Appropriate Indicators and relevant instruments would be 
developed to collect these data.

The quantity of cocaine seized by the RGPF decreased in 2015, when compared to similar seizure in 
2014, from 71 kg to 46.96.  There was also a decline in the number of cannabis plants from 14,913 units 
in 2014 to 6,271 units in 2015.  However, there was an increase in the quantity of cannabis seized in 
2015 (973.90 kg), to that of 2014 (829 kg).  An increase was also recorded in the number of cannabis
